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Agreement of Cooperation

between

the Alpen-Adria-Universitiit Klagenfurt (AAU)
and

the Ural Federal University (UrFU)

The Ural Federal University, Ekaterinburg, Mira 19 str., Russia, www.urfu.ru, hereinafter
referred to as (UrFU) and the Alpen-Adria-Universitit Klagenfurt, UniversititsstraBe 65-
67, 9020 Austria, www.uni-klu.ac.at, hereinafter referred to as AAU, in recognition of
their common interest in developing bilateral relations and convinced that cooperation
between universities contributes to cultural enrichment, scientific progress, and the

consolidation of friendship between countries, agree to establish the following Agreement
of Cooperation.

I GENERAL STATEMENT

This Agreement of Cooperation will promote activities in the following principal areas:
° Exchange of students
° Exchange of faculty and academic staff
Collaborative research, instructional and cultural programs, including
publication activities of mutual interest, exchange of bibliographic
materials and shared access to information networks
Exchange of staff (administration, library, services...)

All activities developed under the auspices of this Agreement will respect and conform to
the corresponding norms, traditions, and regulations of each University.

II STUDENT EXCHANGE
1) Duration of Exchanges

Each institution agrees to exchange individual students for a semester or an academic
year, ideally on a one-for-one basis.

2) Number and Nomination of Students to be Exchanged

The number of qualified students to be exchanged will be by mutual agreement between
the two institutions. The current number is two students per academic year from each
institution. Each institution will be notified of the names of recommended students at
least four months prior to the intended commencement of the exchange period.




3) Student Program Fees/Benefits at Host Institution

Each student will pay his or her regular tuition and fees to the home institution and will
receive these benefits from the host institution. Additional fees for special programs as
the German Language Courses at the Language Center of the AAU, any incidental fees,
travel, housing, and meal cost will be the responsibility of the exchange student. The host

institution agrees to assist in finding accommodation in the residence halls or appropriate off-
campus accommodation.

4) Documents

The host institution will provide all necessary documents for visa purposes. Students will
be responsible for obtaining visas once they are in possession of these documents.

5) Vacation Periods

The individual student will be responsible for his or her own housing and meal
arrangements and costs during vacation periods.

6) Insurance
Each participant must purchase the medical/health insurance required by the host or
receiving institution. Each participant will pay for his/her own health and accident insurance.

The student must pay whatever medical/health insurance costs may not be covered by
insurance.

7) Dependents

The obligations of each institution under this agreement are limited to the exchange of
students and do not extend to spouses or dependents. Expenses of accompanying spouses
and dependents are the responsibility of the exchange student.

8) Student Eligibility

It is understood that both institutions will strive to designate only well qualified
individuals for participation in the program and that academic backgrounds as well as
letters of recommendation will be provided to the host institution. Students must meet
language proficiency requirements as established by the host institution.

9) Balancing the Exchange

Parity in numbers of exchange students is the objective of the agreement. However, each

party should be prepared to consider a disparity in any given semester or year during the
period of the agreement.

10) Academic Status of Students

All students will remain enrolled as regular degree candidates at the home institution and
will not be enrolled as candidates for degrees at the host institution. Credits toward the
student's degree are to be awarded by the home institution. Students are expected to
maintain the equivalent of a full course load at the host institution. Students enrolled in
the host institution will be subject to the same rules and regulations as local students.

11) Exchange Coordinator




Each party to the agreement will appoint an officer who will be responsible for the
coordination and administration of the exchange including the counseling of the exchange
participants on demand. The name(s) of the coordinator(s) and the period of the

responsibility are mutually announced simultaneously with the exchange of the signed
agreement.

12) Class Enrollment

If the host institution offers classes taught in English, exchange students should be given
access to these classes, if places are available.

III EXCHANGE OF FACULTY AND ACADEMIC STAFF

The parties agree that, as a rule, faculty members of the partner institution shall be
invited for short-term teaching assignment. Assignments by semester or academic year
are possible, however. Payment for teaching may be made by the home institutions. The
persons on exchange and/or their home institution will take responsibility for any

additional financial support of the exchange, such as aid for travel expenses and
insurance.

IV ADDITIONAL ACTIVITIES

All additional cooperative activities - especially in research, administration, and service -

are to be handled in a corresponding way. Situations not otherwise specified herein may
be separately negotiated.

V DURATION
1) This Agreement is established for a period of five years, effective on the date of
signing.
2) In order to enhance the efficacy of their cooperative activities, UrFU and AAU

agree that it should be possible to amend this Cooperative Agreement by means of
mutually agreed upon additional written clauses.

3) At the end of the five year period, the outcomes of the cooperation should be
assessed and the agreement will be renewed for an additional five vyears, unless
UrFU or AAU provides written notification of a decision of non-renewal prior to
the expiration date.

VI FINAL PROVISIONS

Any changes or amendments of this Agreement must be made in writing (transmission via
fax or e-mail shall not suffice) in order to take effect. This shall also apply to any waiver
of this requirement of written form.



This Agreement has been drawn up in the English language. In case of discrepancies

between the English text version of this Agreement and any translation, the English
version shall prevail.

Two copies of this Agreement shall be signed and each shall be deemed an original, with
one being handed out to each of the Parties.
