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Agreement for Academic Exchanges and Cooperation between

Exchanges of faculty members and researchers.

Exchanges of students and cooperative education projects.

Joint research activities, cooperation in other fields of mutual interest and
co-organization of academic conferences.

. Exchange of academic materials and publications.
. The details of the above-mentioned programs will be determined by both Parties

before implementation.

. The Agreement for Academic Exchanges and Cooperation will take effect from the

date of signature by the representatives of the two universities, Inner Mongolia
University represented by Vice President Eerhenbayaer and Ural Federal
University represented Vice-Rector for Science Vladimir Kruzhaev, and will be
valid for five years. Should one of the Parties indicate in writing its desire to make
some revisions or amendments to the Agreement, these shall be discussed by both
Parties.

- Unless one of the Parties indicates in writing its desire to terminate or alter the

Agreement six months prior to the expiration of the Agreement, the Agreement will
automatically be extended for an additional five years.

. The text of this Agreement is drawn up in Russian, English and Chinese in 2 copies.

Each party will keep the Russian, Chinese and English copies and those 3 versions
will be deemed equally valid.
