4) Studying of the megatrend of modern political processes in Russia and in the World, tendencies, and features of innovative systems in politics, the effect of the social network on the political process, the functioning of the political institutions; 
5) Deepening skills of comparative and retrospective analyses; self-identification and analysis of the new tendencies in the political processes in modern Russia, functions of  political institutions, development of evolution’s scenario of the political space;  
6) Formation of aspirant’s readiness to implement teaching process based on the use of innovative pedagogical technologies in the process of the interactive form of practical tasks; 
7) Formation of the ability to implement critique analyses and to assess the modern scientific achievement, generation of new ideas in solving research and practical tasks, including interdisciplinary spheres.
