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1. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE DISCIPLINE CURRENT PROBLEMS OF LINGUISTIC SEMANTICS
1.1 Annotation of the discipline content 
The course is devoted to in-depth discussion of the main issues of linguistic semantics as a section of the General theory of language. The goal of the course is to study the history of semantic studies including the latest ones, and to highlight the topical issues and current problems. The problems of Pragmatics are considered from the point of the activity approach and in the context of various tasks applied linguistics is facing. The much attention is given to the metalanguage of semiotics, as the metalanguage of modern semiotics is gradually becoming the international language of description for the Human Science. Post-graduate students analyze each language category and unit: origin, structure and content of terms, the possibility of using the concepts and terms in other fields of knowledge. 
The main facts and hypotheses relating to the most important semantic theories are formulated and analyzed, formal and meaningful oppositions are considered both within the object itself and in the theory describing it.
