1.1. Annotation of the discipline content 
The discipline "German and French Phenomenology" sets the historical and philosophical orientation and research methodology of the research activities of the post-graduate students. This course is intended for post-graduate students of the Department of Philosophy. The purpose of the course is a comparative analysis of the content of the basic concepts of phenomenological philosophy in Germany and France. The first part of the course is devoted to the discussion of the basic concepts of Husserl’s phenomenology and Heidegger’s fundamental ontology. The second part deals with topics related to the perception of phenomenological philosophy in pre- and post-war France; the key problems are the reaction of the French intellectual community to the humanitarian catastrophe of the Second World War and the theological turn in modern French phenomenology.
