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1. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE DISCIPLINE «PARADIGMS of the russian culture» 
1.1. Annotation of the discipline content
The discipline “Paradigms of the Russian culture” is included in the list of  elective courses and it is built on the knowledge and skills, obtained by students during studying the basic courses “History and philosophy of culture”, “Theory and history of culture”, and also disciplines of the specialty “Design and forecasting in the field of culture”, “Cultural politics and management”.
The discipline includes the analysis of different approaches in the interpretation of the spiritual distinctiveness of Russia and principles of the semiotic and symbolic methodology of the culture studying, demonstration and analysis of these approaches and principles in modern theoretical researches using examples of specific cultural artefacts. The suggested typology of cultural symbols, the question of the typology criterion, the problem of senses, symbols and traditional values of culture are considered in a specific context both from artistic and everyday culture. The special attention is paid to the role of traditional values in the formation and maintenance of the national identity not only in situations of the culture crisis but also under the conditions of stagnation.

The course “Paradigms of the Russian culture” has an interdisciplinary nature, the culturological interpretation of the course is based on principles, the empiric material and cathegorial framework of other sciences (folkloristics, esthetics, philosophy, study of art, cultural anthropology).
