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1. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE COURSE “RESEARCH pRACTICE”
1.1. Annotation of the course content
The discipline “Research practice” is a compulsory section of the main educational program of the post-graduate education in the field of study 51.05.01 “Cultural Science”. The research practice of post-graduate students is a  component part of the educational program of the professional education, one of the most important types of the teaching and educational process, which is dedicated to a direct preparation of post-graduate students to their scientific activities and presentation of their results.

During this practice knowledge and skills, required for executing researches in the field of theory and history of culture, are trained. The practice content is determined by the topic of the qualifying scientific work and can vary from the development and execution of the primary research to the work with the secondary material.

1.3. Anticipated results of the program implementation  
The result of the program learning consists in the development of the following competences:
- ability to critically analyze and assessment modern scientific achievements, generate new ideas when solving research and practical tasks, including tasks in interdisciplinary areas (UC-1);

- ability to design and perform comprehensive researches, including interdisciplinary researches, on the basis of a coherent system scientific world view with the use of knowledges in history and science philosophy (UC -2);

- readiness to participate in Russian and international research groups on solving scientific and research tasks (UC -3);

- ability to plan and solve tasks of own professional and individual development (UC-6);

- skills in the methodology of theoretical and experimental researches in the field of culture (GPC-1);
- skills in the culture of scientific research, including the use of latest information and communication technologies (GPC -2);
- ability to develop new research methods and use them in individual research activities in the area of culture and education with due regard to the rules of the copyright compliance policy;

- ability to perform research activities independently and obtain scientific results that meet   specified requirements for the content of doctoral thesis on the specialty (profile) “Theory and history of culture” (PC-1);
- ability to perform fundamental and practical researches in the field of culture (PC-3).

· professionally state research results and present them in the form of scientific publications, presentations in Russian and foreign languages;
Demonstrate skills and experience in activities:
· skills of using methodologies of theoretical and empirical researches in the area of culture; 

· skills of performing fundamental and practical researches of social and cultural problems and processes; 

· skills of participating in the work of research groups; 

· skills of creating and editing scientific texts on cultural topics; 

· skills of holding a scientific discussion. 

The facility for the practicum is the Federal State Autonomous Educational Institution of Higher Education «Ural Federal University named after the first President of Russia B.N.Yeltsin». The organizer of the teaching practicum is the academic department for cultural science and social and cultural activity. 
The general management of the practicum is made by the scientific advisor of the post-graduate student. The schedule for post-graduate students is made in accordance with the schedule of  academic disciplines upon agreement with the academic teaching staff of the academic department that is responsible for the practicum.
The responsibilities of the practicum supervisor include: 

Arrangement of all organizational activities before sending post-graduate students to the practicum; 

Composition of an individual plan of practicum for each post-graduate student and its coordination with the practicum supervisor from an organization; 

Arrangement of post-graduate students’ activities according to the program of the teaching practicum; 
Preparation of individual tasks for passing the practicum; 
Provision of post-graduate students with necessary regulatory materials, reference literature and so on;
Conducting consultations at a stated time;

Checking practicum reports;

Provision of the Head of the academic department with a written practicum that includes proposals and remarks on the development of the post-graduate students’ preparation.
