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1. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE DISCIPLINE «TEACHING PRACTICUM»
1.1. Annotation of the discipline content
The discipline «Teaching practicum» in the post-graduate educational system is a component of the professional preparation program for the scientific and teaching work in a higher educational institution. It represents a type of a practical activity of post-graduate students on the execution of a  teaching and educational process in a higher educational institution, including teaching of special disciplines, organization of students studying activity, scientific and methodological work on the discipline,  acquisition of skills abilities of practical  teaching work.

The teaching practicum is a component part of educational program of the professional education, one of important kinds of the teaching and educational process, in which a direct preparation of post-graduate students for their professional scientific and teaching work is executed.

The program of the teaching practicum for postgraduate students (hereinafter referred to as the “Program”) regulates the order and forms of the teaching practicum for intramural post-graduate students. 
 The teaching practicum is included in the curriculum of the specialty and is held on a graduate academic department. The teaching practicum rests on theoretical knowledges and practical skills, obtained under the specialty “Pedagogics” and is connected with the formation of ER 3: ability to conduct theoretical and practical researches of art and cultural practices, put learning into practice when developing learning and teaching support materials and during teaching experience.
The professional shaping of scientific and teaching skills and abilities is performed stage by stage during the educational process, and it defines the content, volume, professional direction of the teaching practicum.
1.2.  Language of the program implementation – Russian.
1.3. Anticipated results of the program implementation  
The result of the program learning is the development of the following competences:
- ability to observe ethical standards in professional activities (UC-5);
- capacity to plan and solve tasks of own professional and individual development (UC -6);

- readiness for the teaching work according to main educational  programs of higher professional education (GPC-5);

- ability and readiness for the teaching work in the area of professional training in higher educational institutions, continuing professional education, professional educational organizations (PC-9);

- ability to perform the development of educational programs and teaching and learning aids (PC-10).

As a result of the discipline learning, the postgraduate student has to:

know:
- main achievements and tendencies of the development of a corresponding  subject and science area and its interconnection with other sciences;

- normative frameworks of the educational system functioning; 

- the order of implementation of main provisions and requirements of documents, regulating the work of a higher educational institution, academic department, academic staff on the improvement of a  teaching and educational, methodological and scientific work on the basis of  FSES;

- modern approaches to the modeling of teaching and scientific activities;

- basics of the  teaching and methodological work in the higher school; 

- the procedure for the organization, planning, conducting and supporting the teaching and educational process with the use of latest educational technologies; 
- basics of pedagogical culture and skills;

- methods of control and assessment of  professionally important qualities of students. 

Be able to:

- use methods and techniques of composition of plans of lectures, tasks, exercise, tests on different topics, systematics of teaching and educational tasks;

- use educational technologies, methods and techniques of holding lectures and practical classes; 
- develop methodological materials for different types of educational activities;  

- use interconnections of research and educational processes in the higher school when presenting materials on a subject, including possibilities of usage of own scientific researches as a mean of  development of the educational process; 

- use innovative methods of teaching in the professional activity, and also technical means; 
- develop educational programs in the area of culture for different types of  the audience.

- conduct the methodological work on the arrangement and management of the teaching process;

- public speaking and create artistic atmosphere during classes;  

- analyze difficulties, appearing during the teaching process, and develop measures on their elimination. 
possess:
- knowledges how to use technical educational means when holding classes academic discipline;

- elocution,  behavioral rules when holding classes; 
- the method and technologies of holding a class (lectures, seminars, practical studies, laboratory works, consultations on a subject,  course project, checking different types of homework, conducting of midterm assessments with  the point assignment);

- the method of self-assessment and self-analysis of results and effectiveness of in-class studies of different types. 
The facility for the teaching practicum is the Federal State Autonomous Educational Institution of Higher Education «Ural Federal University named after the first President of Russia B.N.Yeltsin». The organizer of the teaching practicum is the academic department for cultural science and social and cultural activity. 
If necessary, the postgraduate student can undertake the teaching practicum in other academic department, especially if  the academic department’s and thesis research’s spheres of interest match.
During the time of the practicum postgraduate students follow all internal rules and regulations and safety rules, established in academic departments and other university departments in relation to the educational process.
The general management of the teaching practicum and scientific and methodological consultation is made by the scientific advisor or the practicum supervisor. The responsibilities of the practicum supervisor include: 

Arrangement of all organizational activities before sending post-graduate students to the practicum; 

Composition of an individual plan of practicum for each post-graduate student and its coordination with the practicum supervisor from an organization; 

Arrangement of post-graduate students’ activities according to the program of the teaching practicum; 
Preparation of individual tasks for passing the practicum; 
Provision of post-graduate students with necessary regulatory materials, reference literature and so on;
Conducting consultations at a stated time;

Checking practicum reports;

Provision of the Head of the academic department with a written practicum that includes proposals and remarks on the development of the post-graduate students’ preparation.

2. DISCIPLINE CONTENT
2.1. Scope, terms and content of the teaching practicum of post-graduate students.

Total volume of hours of teaching practicum equals to 108 hours or 3 credits. The duration of practicum is established in accordance with  the curriculum and individual plans of post-graduate students activities and it equals to 2 weeks. The teaching practicum has 2 stages: 

1 stage – takes one week (54 hours of  learning development).

Course schedule:

1.  Attendance and analysis of classes of leading professors and  senior lecturers.

1. Attendance of methodological consultations.

2. Composition of an individual plan of the teaching practicum. 
3.   Development of a working program of an academic discipline (the choice of the discipline should be agreed with the scientific advisor).

4.   Selection of materials for lectures, development of seminar, practical, laboratory classes. 

5.   Self-directed learning of literature on problems of higher school pedagogics; learning of methodologies of preparation and holding lectures, laboratory and practical classes, seminars, consultations, pass/fail exams, examinations, course and graduation projects; learning of innovative educational technologies.

6. Familiarization with training facilities of the academic department; with existing computer educational programs, possibilities of technical educational means and so on. 
Results of this stage are presented by lecture notes, diagrams, teaching aids and other didactic materials.
2 stage – active pedagogical practicum (54 hours of  learning development). 

The goal is the achievement of skills of the teaching profession, holding   academic studies in groups of studies, included in the academic load schedule of the academic department.  

Practicum terms are established according to the individual plan of post-graduate students activities and approved by the  scientific advisor, head of the department.

Along with the classes holding, post-graduate students perform the following research activities  by order of the supervisor:
1) Development and holding of lectures and practical classes, including the use of innovative educational technologies; 

2) Development of tests, examination tasks, topics for course and graduation projects;

3)  Development of didactic materials on single topics of  educational courses and their presentation; 

4) Development of scenarios of business games, teleconferences and other innovative forms of classes; 

The content of post-graduate student teaching practicum is established with due regard to interests and possibilities of the department where it takes place, and is completely dependent on an individual task. The individual task is developed basing on the profile of the post-graduate specialty and with due consideration of  the thesis research topic, formulated in advance.

2.3. Reporting following the results of the teaching practicum.

The assessment is performed upon results of the practicum on the basis of submission of a written report and  a feedback of a  practicum supervisor.

The report should include the following structural components:

1. Individual plan (task) of the teaching practicum.

2. Introduction, indicating:

· goal, place, date of beginning and duration of the practicum;

· list of completed works and tasks during the practicum.

3. Main part, containing:

· The analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature on the topic of the pedagogical practicum;

· Description of practical tasks, solved by post-graduate students during the practicum;

· Description of the arrangement of an individual work;

· Results of the analysis of  giving classes.

4. Conclusion, including:

· Description of skills and abilities, obtained during the practicum;

· Proposals on the improving of the arrangement of teaching, methodological and educational activities. 

5. List of references.

Main requirements for the execution of the practicum report: 
- the report should be printed on the computer with the 1,5 interval, TimesNewRoman, font 14 pt; margin sizes: upper and lower — 2 cm, left — 3 cm, right -1,5 cm;

- recommended report volume - 20-25 pages of typescript.

3. Forms of intermediate assessment (based on practicum results)
The scientific advisor of the post-graduate student supervises the teaching practicum. The control over the teaching practicum is performed by the  Department chairmanа.
The practicum report shall include the description of performed activities. Teaching methods and texts of lectures and/or seminars, composed business games, cases, tasks and so on have to be attached to the report.  
Within a week after the practicum completion a written report, executed in accordance with GOST requirements, should be submitted to the scientific advisor and practicum supervisor. If necessary, the report should be finalized in accordance with requirements and requests of the supervisor. The practicum provides for the defense upon its completion.
Methods used for the assessment of the teaching practicum:
· Supervision of students during the practice: analysis and assessment of single types of their activities; 
· Conversations with teachers, teaching methodology experts, heads of educational institutions, students;
· Questioning of students, students’ self-evaluation of the skill level;
· Analysis of the report documentation of the post-graduate student on the teaching practicum.
The practicum is assessed by the practicum supervisor in a form of the pass/fail exam and on the basis of supervision of the practicum activity.
